John Stepton made it a clean sweep for 
Hassocks with a level 67 0 0 after being knocked back by just under 6 0 0 for being over the 
net limit from peg 7, but he would still have been a couple of ounces behind Dave. He also 
fished with the method feeder and pole but lost numerous Carp which might have made for a 
closer finish. Hassocks came out on top by just over 200 0 0 on the day but I am sure 
Pulborough will reverse the result in the return leg at the beginning of next month.
